holy. There is no other adjective capable of expressing God's presence. In order to
understand our call to a holy walk we have to first understand that holiness is a
product of God's character. Holiness is not something that we can understand
outside the context of the person of our Creator and Redeemer.

This holiness is only available to us through Christ. Hebrews 10:10 puts it
this way: "By this will, we have been sanctified through the offering of the body of
Christ”. Christ's death on the cross is our doorway to enter into the walk of
holiness. But Christ's redeeming work on the cross is the beginning of
understanding for the new covenant believer. This passage in Hebrews not only
talks about the one time act of Jesus that brought us into the state of holiness
but also the continuing process of being made holy. Verse 14 states it this way:
"Because by one sacrifice He has made perfect forever those who are being made
holy". This process is continued in our lives by the Holy Spirit as He takes up
residence in our hearts to remake our lives. The result will be a life that flowers

with the fruit of the Holy Spirit (Gal. 5:22-23). In short, Holiness exists in the
