direction in the right manner of walk and then just let us be. Instead He supplies
us with tools and ability to make His pattem of walk a reality in our lives.

Over the course of the next few newsletter articles you and | are going to
explore the nature of sanctification. This is a four dollar word that means the
quality or state or process of holiness (separateness) that God expects and
supplies in the Christian’s life. We will see that the holy walk that the Christian is
called into is a transferred walk (pattemed after and supplied by God), a
transformational walk (a pattem that means a complete change) and a transparent
walk (one that is examined and instructed). My hope is that you might take this
article and tuck it away with a Bible somewhere and each month spend some time
in prayer and thought about your own walk and what it is that God is working on
in your life.
